IMPORTANT : Projects involving live vertebrates are not eligible.

Projects involving live invertebrates like C. elegans, Drosophila, Hydra, Mosquitoes are eligible. Additionally,
projects involving zebrafish no older than 168 hours post-fertilization are eligible. Projects using commercially
available cell lines are eligible. Projects using human subjects are eligible - IRB paperwork must be submitted with

the initial portion of the application.

Tissue-related projects are eligible if:

1. the materials were collected for other purposes;
no embryos were sacrificed;

3. the student is collaborating with a qualified lead scientist; and
4. the applicant provides approval from a recognized Institutional Review Board (IRB) or Scientific Review

Committee (SRC).

Please submit documentation (ISEF forms are accepted) with the initial portion of the application for review by the
Davidson Fellows program to ensure eligibility.

o A formal research report including a bibliography.
o Avisual model. This model is the visual representation of your research and findings.
o If computer code is involved in the submission, please include it when you send your project
components.

O Code must be submitted as a .txt or PDF file only.

O Document the code you wrote and code that was acquired.
O Include an index that explains what the code does, where the main code is, and any attributions.

If the project contains multiple code files, they may be compressed into a zip file.

*Google documents and videos are NOT accepted.*

Please note:

e The visual model can be as individual as your project. It may be photos, a PowerPoint
presentation, graphs, diagrams, illustrations, etc.; your project will dictate how you present
your work. We also suggest asking your nominators how to best present your research and
findings.

e The formatting of the bibliography should follow the American Psychological Association
Publication Manual or any other recognized style guide.

O Two Nominators Required

Two individuals who are familiar with your work must each submit a Davidson Fellows Nominating Form.
Family members/relatives may not serve as nominators.

Nominator forms will be automatically emailed to your nominators upon approval of the initial portion
of your application.

Forms must be submitted directly by the nominator to the Davidson Fellows program on or before the
submission deadline of February 11, 2026, 11:59 p.m. Pacific Time. Both nominators are required.
Applications with missing Nominating Forms as of the February 11, 2026 deadline will be disqualified.

O ATTACHMENT THREE: Video Describing Work

Submit a maximum 10-minute, home-production quality video. Think of this as the conclusion of your
application. You can speak freely or from a script; you can be as creative as you wish. This video is a
chance to talk about anything not addressed in other parts of your application. Or, you can emphasize
aspects of your project you feel are especially important.

Suggestions (these are only suggestions, feel free to use some, all or none) for the video:
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« You can briefly summarize your submission, why it was done, its significance, its social relevance
and any other details you’d like to highlight.

* You can describe how you became interested in this project, how it evolved and how working on
it has helped you develop as a student and a person.

* You can also describe how your submission fits into the larger context of the field of study and
describe any ideas/people/theories that influenced your work.

* You can discuss if you’ll continue with this project, future work and plans, anything else you’d
like to add to round out your submission.
